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Children’s Projects

Educare Centres — our axisting preschools Sunrise in Vryarond, Mulzenberg, and
Thandabantu in Khayeltsha have continuad to grow with both schools running at full capacity, All
tepchers have recaived training during the year, and specialists have been called in o assist with
the Inadequacies in literacy and numeracy. Music therapy has been introduced in an attempt to
identify various types of abusa that the children are being subjected to. The '‘Godfather”
programme continued, and all Zamukhanyo's Grade R children were sponsored to enfer Grade 1.
Additional nutiional support was offerad where the school fees and govermment subsidies

proved 1o be Insufficient to cover all expenses. Ekanana in Khayeltsha, and Khulanathi in
Wallacedena are now self sufficient, but we continue to monitor the educational programme
presented there,

Namaqualand - = cbjective of this project was to offer outdoor play faciliies to community
craches, This project was complated and eight creches were the recipients of fully saulpped
autdoor play areas. The teachers participated in a weekend warkshop where the emphasis was
on maximizing the equipment to ensure optimal development in the children,

Orphans and Vulnerable Children — our services to the childran of our HIV-positve mothers
include educational, food and psycho-social support. The year staded with a budget for 40
childran, but the need for this senvice in our communities resulted in this programme growing (o
200 children by the end of the year. Dur opermess 1o expanding this programime was influenced
by the magnitude of the children's issues being presented which included the ovarwheliming effect
of abuse, Enfchment programmes included educational camps, a leadership workshop with oider
youth, an outing 10 the oceanarium for the younger children, and a weekend of meditation for the
older group. Family visits are an integral part of the counselling process and our youth counseliors
torrn a close working team with the teachers. 60 of our children are orphaned and 20 are
HN-positive.
